Rb-Section (8) of Section 7 of the RTTL act, 2005 provides that
where a request for information is rejected, the PIO shall, inter-alia,

commnicate the particul ars of Appell ate athority to the person
making the reguest, Thus, the applicant is informed about the particu-
~lars of &ppellate Authori ty when a request for information is rejected
but there may be cases where the PIO Aoces not reject the application,
but the applicant does not receive a decision within the time as
specified in the Act or he is aggrieved by the decision o_f the PIO. In
such a case the applicant may like to exercise his right to appeal.
But in absence of the particulars of Appell ate authority, the applicant
may face difficulty in masking the appeal.
